Warner Food Pantry and Family Closet
are CLOSED Christmas week.

25 citizens have petitioned the Kearsarge Regional School District to institute a budget
cap limiting the district's proposed budget to $27,000 per student. If adopted, this measure
could reduce the 2025-26 budget by over $10 million, or approximately a 17% cut. It
would be up to the school board and budget committee to determine the exact cuts. The
$27,000 per-student figure is lower than actual costs, so the SAU says budget cuts could
require closing schools and dismissing 85-95 teachers/staff, which would increase class
sizes significantly. Cuts could also lead to the removal of sports, electives, and other non-
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core programs, and/or Transportation services for students could be significantly reduced.
This petition and other budget articles will be discussed and voted at the School District's
Deliberative Session on Sat. January 4th at 9 AM, held at Kearsarge Regional High
School, 457 North Rd., Sutton, NH. This session will determine the final March warrant.

Rethink, Refuse, Reduce, Reuse, Recycle, Repair

"Most" Wrapping paper is not recyclable, so try some alternatives this year, like reusable
bags, boxes, or just fabric! Get fancy with ribbon, or wrap in fabric using Furoshiki

Entertaining and using "compostable" serving ware? Read the labels with care! Check
https://how2recycle.info/how2compost/ It is likely to be better to simply wash/ reuse.

Recycling News: It is sometimes said that recycling is not worth doing, or not truly
happening to materials being collected and shipped. The market prices say otherwise.
NRRA is a central recycling assistance organization in NH and their report for 2024
says:

Fibers: Cardboard maintained its pricing over the year and paper saw an increase.
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Plastics: Pricing has increased across all plastics groups - PET, HDPE Natural, HDPE
Colored, and even #1-#7 Mixed Plastics.

Metals: Light iron pricing is up significantly from last year, aluminum can pricing has
remained strong, and steel can pricing has also increased slightly.

In Warner, sorting earns $$ and reduces costs for Warner. especialy Metal, Aluminum,
Mixed paper, corrugated cardboard, Plastics #1 and #2 (clear/green and laundry/milk).
